THE HISTORY OF IZMAYLOVO DISTRICT
Problem - children are not interested in the history the place they live at; 

Aim - the aim of my work is to learn the history of the district I live at and to broaden my knowledge of its history and modern achievements;

Tasks - the tasks are: 
1. to find necessary literature, 
2. to unite history and modern life in one study, 
3. to visit and learn about historical monuments. 

Once, my mum took me to Izmaylovo for a walk. Visiting the island, I was deeply interested in everything I saw. It made me not only to study pottering, but also to learn all about the place I was born at. I was able to see the atmosphere of the past, visited museums and shops and got the idea of Russian national traditions and artistic crafts.
I started the project last year in Russian but decided to continue doing it in English. Having studied new literature, I learned lots of new facts and want to share them with you and my classmates.
Nowadays Izmaylovo borders Preobrazhenskoye and Sokolinaya gora Districts in the west, Perovo District in the south, Ivanovskoye District and MKAD in the east, and Golyanovo District in the north. Almost a half of its territory is occupied by Izmaylovsky Park, which is one of the largest urban parks in Europe. 
There are different versions of the origins of Izmaylovo’s name. 

According to the first, the place was named by settlers from the village of Izmaylovo in the Nizhny Novgorod Region; the second links the name with the boyar family of Izmaylov. The histories of the families were published in the General Heraldry Book of the Russian Empire.

Long before the village of Izmaylovo existed, up to XIV (14) century a huge wood was spreading to the east of Moscow. It belonged to Vasilets, a servant of grand duke Ivan Kalita. The wood has partially been cut down in XV (15) century, and new settlements and lands were created. The territory was united in Vasiltsev settlement of the Moscow district.

History of Izmaylovo has started not with the settlement, but with Stromynsky road. It has been laid more than thousand years ago, in the days, when Moscow had not existed, but there was a necessity to connect Vladimiro-Suzdal territories with Smolensk and Bryansk. Vladimir Monomah used this road. 
The village of Izmaylovo was also famous for its weaver's craft. Weavers-handicraftsmen worked in almost each family. The merchant Ivan Kurdjukov had constructed a first weaver factory. It was renamed into the Izmaylovsky manufactory in XIX c. (19) 
The village Izmaylovo existed already in days of Ivan the Terrible. Those days, the young Tsar has decided to lodge "the selected one thousand" of noblemen who could be called at a short notice to Moscow to execute any order of Tsar. 
Before telling about Aleksey Mihajlovich Romanov's role in the history of Izmaylovsky Island, I would like to say few words about his extraordinary personality. He was the best educated person of that time and had many interests: he was a bright politician, military man, adored falconry, gardening, theater. When he inherited a throne, major changes took place in Russian state, which had also affected Izmaylovo. Izmaylovo began to grow and became one of the best structured and ruled residency, growing water-melons, melons, grapes and other exotic fruits and vegetables. The property became a self sufficient economy with gardens, mills, creameries, breweries, honey makers, linen factory and even the first glass factory in Russia. All the products created and grown in Izmaylovo were used for Tsar’s needs and imperial gifts to noble visitors. Years later Izmaylovsky glass factory has been transferred in the Pharmaceutical order. 

Peter spent much of his childhood there and was taught how to sail on the estate lake. It is interesting to know, that he had discovered a legendary boat in the storage of his great grandfather Nikita Romanov. This boat is now in Central Naval Museum in St. Petersburg and is called the "grandfather of the Russian Navy". 
Anna of Russia, who became an Empress in 1730, refitted the palace and restored the Menagerie. The Menagerie acquired its first Indian elephant from the Shah of Persia. Also, the Menagerie was destroyed during the war of 1812. 

In 1837 Nicholas the I of Russia has chosen former Izmaylovo Court as the site of future almshouse for the veterans of Napoleonic Wars. 
Not far from Izmaylovo estate an old and beautiful church is situated - 

Church of Nativity in Izmaylovo. It was built in XVIII (18) c. and it is interesting to know, that it operated continuously throughout the Soviet period.
Nowadays the village of Izmaylovo has disappeared, but there is an Izmaylovsky street, the prospects, Izmaylovsky highway. Izmaylovsky Park is a favorite place for all Muscovites. 

At the beginning of XX-th (20) century Stromynsky road was renamed into Shchelkovskoe highway. Today Izmaylovo is a living region with a population of about 90 thousand persons. 
In 1980, a group of hotels was built near the Partizanskaya metro station to accommodate visitors of the Summer Olympic Games in Moscow. 
Not a lot of мuscovites are aware that Stalin’s former bunker is located in Izmaylovsky park under an unfinished stadium of 1930-s. The Bunker - Museum is functioning as a Veterans Club nowadays. The bunker is unique just by its size – 135 thousand square meters. An entire tank division could have fit in it. 

On Izmaylovo’s territory there was a military airdrome. Tchkalov flew up from it several times. Nowadays Pervomajsky department Store, built in 1967, is situated on its territory.
Our school № 2033 is situated on the former territory of the greenhouse.
By learning the history of the place we live we learn how to respect people’s achievements and we understand that it should be preserved with care, also cherished and improved. We also learn to love our Motherland and to be proud of the country.
I am proud of the past of the district and glad, that I live in it!

I believe that my future input in the project would be: to organize a series of lectures in our school museum and I am going to be a guide in it. Also, my classmates have decided to visit the island during Maslenitsa and do a tour their.
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
